water system, but is one of the lowest priorities for compliance efforts, does it really represent a need for more attention? Another example was of a table nine office building with premise isolation, suite isolation, and point of use isolation.  Does that really represent a greater level of risk to a water system than the irrigation systems mentioned above? Other issues are handling facilities on Table 9 in the Washington Administrative Cod 246-490-290 that [image: image4.jpg]


says that all facilities listed in that table must have an air gap (AG) or reduced pressure backflow assembly (RPBA). Therefore you can have premise isolation on medical facilities with redundant in-premise backflow protection on fixtures that plumbing inspectors.  
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A detailed discussion of this topic was tabled for another time as the weather was beautiful and Dominique's cooking was ready.
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You can see that our chef, Dominic McLaughlin, is busy preparing the chicken for our feast.
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 As you can see, no one went away from the picnic hungry.  There was also much informal discussion and a time of fellowship that was good for all.
