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The meeting was called to order at 10:02A.M.on April 16, 2007 by Mick Holte.  List of members (that signed in) attending the meeting is enclosed.
Self-Introductions were given.

The membership was reminded concerning each individual’s dues.
The Treasurer reports that there is $20,093.00 presently in The Group’s account 

Our guest speaker, Denny Treu from VP Research and Development, spoke on the NxStage System One and PureFlow SL equipment for use in residential dialysis systems.  He spoke on the NxStage dialysis system.  NxStage was founded in 1998 and has manufacturing plants in Germany, Italy, and Mexico.  The system is currently only marketed in the United States with 2223 patients at home from 334 dialysis centers by the end of 2007.
The design team is made up of some of the best in the world in their specialty, responsible for multiple dialysis systems designed and very creative with over 150 patents.  Their expertise includes over 200 years of therapy, equipment design, disposable design, filter design and fluids.  They have taken input from intellectual property, market requirements, risk analysis, and regulatory requirements.
VP Research and Development presented to the group as a different way to do home dialysis.  They explained the elements of developing the technology, dialysis system and water treatment and dialysate preparation.  (Dialysate is the fluid beside blood that is used to remove waste material from the blood and to keep useful material from leaving the blood.  The makeup of this “bath” is sodium chloride, sodium, bicarbonate or sodium acetate, calcium chloride, potassium chloride, and magnesium chloride.  Sometimes glucose also is added.  This solution is to remove waste material from the blood and to keep useful material from leaving the blood.)
Design considerations included the following:
Disposable fluid pathway

Simple device which include a drop-in-cartridge, volumetric balancing and disposable cartridge

Hemodialysis and ICU pos-dilution hemofiltration

Design for expansion capabilities

Complete Integrated System  
Disposable fluid pathways

Benefits of both bagged and on-line fluid while minimizing the negatives

Elimination (DI) versus Reduction (Ro)

The filtration consisted of several filters, other media, sensors, air vents and check valves.  Briefly, water goes through a sediment filter, and then through ultra-violet light.  The water then passes through a carbon resin media, dual-bed resin and mixed DI resin media with one sensor on each side of the DI resin media.  Last is an ultra filter and 02 micron filter.
The makers of this system maintain that even with multiple component failures, the system cannot reverse flow or allow siphoning of water back into the potable water supply.  According to the manufacture, PureFlow SL by design makes backflow impossible.  PureFlow does not use hazardous chemicals and is not the same scale as a water system used for a traditional dialysis clinic.  Regarding cross-connections, there is isolation of water treatment from the dialysate batch (no drain connection) and the patient is also isolated from the dialysate batch.  The manufacture states that PureFlow SL should be considered a low hazard cross-connection requiring only a Double Check Valve Assembly (DCVA).
Questions and discussion following the presentation focused on the effectiveness of the built in air vents and check valves within the machine and what those in the audience said that they would require for backflow protection even for the equipment that was presented.  Although there were more safeguards against backflow than what the traditional dialysis machines that do require a Reduced Pressure Backflow Assembly (RPBA) to protect the water supply; there were reservations by many in the audience whether a DCVA would be sufficient backflow protection.  One individual stated that the Uniform Plumbing Code still mandates an RPBA be used on all dialysis machines.  The American Water Works Association-Pacific Northwest Section-Cross-Connection Control Manual recommends that an RPBA be used on dialysis machines.
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A general consensus from the group because of reservations is that even this equipment should have either an air gap (AG) or RPBA.  The representatives agreed that the most cost effective way of achieving the results would be to have an AG at the faucet.  Such an AG would be similar to that used by companies who incorporate AGs into their water supply to their chemical aspirators.
Those involved in preparing for the upcoming October seminar have agreed to an all day repair seminar with Jim Purzycki.  It would be a change from the usual one hour talks.  It is a seminar that would not only greatly benefit testers and those who repair the assemblies—including utility employees, but also for all who wish to understand better how assemblies function and what fails on these assemblies.  It is good information to better glean information from test reports.  All of us in the field of cross-connection control who are involved with backflow preventers from different perspectives need to understand the in and out of the backflow preventer.  Jim Purzycki is excellent at this.
