The April 21, 2004 meeting of the WWCCPPGroup was opened by Chair Dennis  McLaughlin at 9:59 AM. Those in attendance signed in, a copy of which is attached. Dennis reviewed the minutes of the previous meeting, then turned the meeting over to Dan Miller (City of Snohomish), the Program Chair for this meeting on Table 9 Issues.

Dan opened the session with digital slides of cross connections and installations he had found in and around the City of Snohomish. Discussion about each photograph ensued. Photographs shown consisted of a chemical dispenser air gap, a medical, dental and veterinary clinic, funeral home embalming room, RV Park, sewer flush tank (manhole), and a fire hydrant construction meter installation. A photo of a proper RPBA installation and cover was shown and discussed. Other discussions included definition of an air gap and what to look for, difficult and hidden connections in medical facilities, potential cross connections at RV and mobile home parks, tanker truck and construction site concerns.

Terri Notestine (WA State Dept. of Health) announced that DOH has published an interim Backflow Assemblies List since the corrupted USC List is difficult to print legibly from the USC website. Several copies were distributed to interested parties.

Terri Notestine clarified that all Table 9 customers are required to have RPBA premises isolation. From the Annual Summary Reports received this year, there appeared to be some confusion whether a purveyor that supports a good in-premises protection program is required to have premises isolation on their Table 9 customers. Those who have DCVA’s at Table 9 premises are not in compliance with the Code either. Table 9 is not an exclusive list of all high-hazard customers. Flexibility is provided to the purveyors CCS to expand the list through wording in WAC Section 246-290-490(4)(b)(i), which states: “…including, but not limited to those premises listed in Table 9…” and WAC Section 246-290-490(4)(e) which includes “…complex plumbing systems…”,”…plumbing subject to frequent changes…” and “…hazards (that) are unavoidable or not correctable…”. Terri Notestine also discussed exemptions from Table 9, which process does not appear to be commonly used by purveyors. The purveyor’s CCS should carefully evaluate each potential exemption on a case-by-case basis.

Terri Notestine opened comments on potential cross connections relating to residential sanitary sewer pump stations. Strict interpretation of WAC 246-290-490 indicates that the potential high hazard requires RPBA’s at each residence having a pressure septic system. This is consistent with the yellow manual and the intent of the 9th (blue) USC manual. However, since this would not be economically feasible, or necessarily enforceable, the Department of Health is soliciting comment on the subject and will develop a fact paper on their findings:

Even though the issue is clearly a high hazard, discussion regarding the potential contact (generally the wash-down of equipment and the area) was determined to be infrequent and of low risk. Difficulty defining the line between requiring protection or not was discussed. It was agreed commercial applications fall under Table 9, requiring protection, even though opposing arguments were heard. Discussed options included: requiring RPBA’s on all sites having sanitary pump stations (most stringent); requiring RPBA’s on hose bibs nearest the station; requiring testable hose connection backflow preventers on water supplies within the vicinity of the septic system; requiring AVB’s on hose bibs nearest the station; and the release of any requirement (least stringent). It was agreed that education was needed for those who do work on-site septic pressure systems. 

Dave Cantrell announced that he has taken a position with King County Health Department doing similar work as he has done for Snohomish County. He looks forward to working with the purveyors in King County.

Karen Olafson (Annapolis Water District) was the door prize winner.

The meeting was adjourned at 12:23 PM.
