Tim Cantwell welcomed everyone present and called the meeting to order

Our Chair, Tim Cantwell, called the meeting to order at 10:20A.M.on August 16, 2006.

Self-introductions were given.

Thanks are given to Dennis and Dominic McLaughlin and Linda McMurphy.
The July minutes were approved.
The treasurer’s report stated that there is a balance of $14,762.71.
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The October seminar that will take place 18th of that month.  The speaker from the Washington State fire marshal’s office notified Tim that they are unable to keep their commitment.  There were a number of suggestions made to replace the speaker who was unable to make it.  One suggestion was that Tokay could give a presentation about the features of the various software packages.  Another suggestion was that other fire personnel could speak.  Or a speaker could talk about incident response.  Another suggestion was that Paul Schwartz could give a presentation on how backflow prevention assemblies are approved at the University of Southern California.  One last suggestion was to have Gary McLauchlin talk about his cross-connection control program in Bend, Oregon where every water service is protected with a backflow preventer.  The vendors are also committed. 
The question was brought up regarding the possibility of linking the list of Cross-Connection Specialists to the web site.
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The topic of the morning before our barbeque was about various vehicles that draw water off hydrants.  Tim stated that he inspection the various water vessels for air gaps (Ags).  He also said that Woodinville doesn’t charge hydrant users except a $10.00 per week charge for water.  
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Someone else said that they will also check out a water key for certain dead ends for people to use to acquire water.  Some jurisdictions use small meters and reduced pressure backflow preventers for hydrant use.  Bob Eastwood from Seattle doesn’t have water stations.  He also brought up the idea of a common database in the region to be used by the various water districts to speed up permitting these vehicles.  The database would have basic information regarding these vehicles, such as, air gaps, and other information.  Michael Graves stated that he would prefer to know the credentials of those that inspect vehicles that make up this database.
There were mixed response when those at the meeting that represented water purveyors were asked whether they relied upon air gaps or reduced pressure backflow assemblies for protection between the fire hydrants and the vehicle being filled.  For instance, the City of Everett relies upon air gaps to vehicles, unless there is no possible way to incorporate such an air gap.  Then it is on a very temporary basis.
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Tim presented Dan Miller with a plaque for his hard work that he has done for the Group.  Although he is retiring from the City of Snohomish, he may be able to still attend the Group in the future.

The food was good and special thanks are given to Dominique McLaughlin for doing the cooking.
