The minutes of the November 2005 Newsletter were approved.

The Treasurer reports that there is $17,105.00 presently in The Group’s account.

There was a brief discussion regarding a new committee formed with members including Dan Miller, Charles Taylor and Terri Notestine.  The newly formed committee’s mission is to suggest potential opportunities to disperse the Group’s funds to sponsor scholarship programs to those with limited finances.  Such funds may be used by disadvantaged individuals to attend seminars, workshop, or to acquire training materials, or to pay membership dues, etc. relevant to cross-connection control.  The committee has exchanged emails to date and is still in the early stages of formulating a plan for disbursement of funds.
There was brief discussion regarding excess (approximately 5000) bags with The Group logo on it that were bought for distribution at the Puyallup Fair.  Fred Delvecchio suggested contacting Peggy Barton (253-288-3372), who may be able to distribute the bags at the WOW conference.
There are still questions regarding provisions of the WAC 212-80-015 that deals with compliance of those individuals that work on fire systems.  The new requirements are now in effect.  It was suggested that Larry Glenn be invited to the BAT forum on Wednesday 3/15/2006 to answer questions.  Lewis Young and Roger Summy may add to the list of questions already submitted in regard to the new requirements.
The merits of dedicated water filling stations versus allowing contractor use of hydrants for filling were briefly discussed.  Bob Eastwood noted that it was old territory and it did not merit being the sole topic of a meeting.
