December 15, 2004

The Agenda for 2005 was the Topic for December’s meeting.

A special thanks was given to Dennis McLaughlin who chaired the group in 2004 and to Doug Bucklin who has been the treasurer for almost 4 years.

The article on page 6 of the November 2004 issue of “The Northwest CCC Journal” published by the SRC4 group in the Spokane pointed out the positive impact of the volunteers who manned the booth at the Puyallup Fair.  People learned the importance of cross-connection control, water quality, water system lay out, etc.  There is the continued need for articles and ideas to send to Tim Cantwell (our vice-chair) or Bill Roe, managing editor.  Tim Cantwell will also write articles for the journal.  There are cross-connection specialists (CCSs) and backflow assembly testers (BATs) who are not receiving the journal.  This is an issue that needs to be addressed.

There was good discussion in planning for the topics for year 2005.  The January meeting will be further training and questions regarding the Annual Summary Report in which Terri Notestine and Simon Tung will give the presentation.  The February meeting will be continued discussion about irrigation systems—in preparation for that season.

The March meeting will be another Backflow Assembly Tester (BAT) forum where representatives from Labor and Industry, Judy Jones, Terri Notestine and Simon Tung from the Washington State Department of Health, water purveyors and testers will be present.  This opened the discussion regarding the BAT certification exam required every three-year period.  One the one hand, there was an article in “The Northwest CCC Journal” about pilot testing of permitting the use of two references during the exam: Backflow Prevention Assemblies Field Test Procedure Approved for Use in Washington State and the short version of these procedures that would be available at each test station.  Some thought that would not help because of the time constraint.  There is barely time to do the test as it is.  The problem that many have is the very high anxiety level that occurs because of the nature of the test.  You have to have 100% to pass.  There are also ongoing changes in the test procedures of the various backflow assemblies that are required to be tested.  It was mentioned that the failure rates seem to be abnormally high.

Other issues that water purveyors said should be talked about was failed test reports, varied failure rates between testers and accuracy of the test reports.

The April meeting will include discussions about local administrative authorities and about fire service pumper ports.  Questions will be raised about the potential cross-connections created by these pumper ports.

The July meeting will be a continued discussion from the June meeting 2004 regarding incident response and reporting.  Last June George Bratton gave an excellent power point presentation of incident response and reporting along with a hand-out of the same.  It is hoped that in 2005 George Bratton along with Terri Notestine and Simon Tung will give a presentation.  This should include defining what should be reported (internal versus external) and why.

Plans are already under way for an Annual Seminar to be held in October.  The Group is hoping to have George Bratton, Paul Schwartz from USC, Jim Purzycki from BAVCO, Gene Taylor from the EPA, and Denny Lopp.  There was discussion of splitting up the afternoon session for CCSs and BATs.
