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Planning for 2007 Agenda and Pizza Meeting in Edmonds.

The meeting was called to order 10:12 A.M. December, 2006.

List of members (that signed in) attending the meeting and the upcoming agenda for the meetings for the year 2007 is enclosed.

Self-Introductions were given.

It was agreed upon by vote that the December’s meeting will be permanently held on the second and not the third Wednesday of the month as is usually the case the rest of the year.

The minutes of the November 2006 Newsletter were approved.

The Treasurer reports that there is $16,025.30 presently in The Group’s account.

There were two nominees for the position of Vice-Chair for the year of 2007.  They were Mick Holte from Northshore Utility District and Al Cohen from Snohomish County PUD.  Mick Holte was elected after Al Cohen decline for the upcoming year.  He said that he may be available for next year. 
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The focus of the meeting was setting the meeting agendas up for 2007.  The agenda will be found on the last page of this newsletter for 2007 subject to last minute changes. There were other topics that didn’t make it on the agenda but may be considered to topics for the seminar.  One such topic is about what level of risk should a water purveyor accept regarding to various hazards.  Risk assessment and legal aspects of cross-connection control are also relative to that topic.  Another topic is a new part of the Annual Summary Report (ASR) that will require the breakdown of medical facilities.  Another topic is soap dispensers and the level of backflow prevention that is accepted in the region.  Although the State regulations make it clear that either a reduced pressure backflow assembly (RPBA) or an air gap (AG) is required to protect the potable water systems from the chemicals found in these dispensers; some vendors still maintain that water purveyors in the region are inconsistent in how they apply those regulations.  Another topic is sewer treatment by King County.  Another topic is the software used by water purveyors and the need to better understand the software.  Another topic was quality assurance quality control (QAQC) that water purveyors are required regarding the backflow assembly testers in their jurisdiction.  It is necessary to insure that the backflow assemblies are being properly tested in their jurisdiction.
The next meeting will be in Tacoma.  It will be the State of Washington Department of Health’s (DOH) training session on the upcoming ASR to be completed early in 2007.  You must register for the purpose of letting DOH knowing how many handouts to have for the session and how many refreshments to bring.  Information regarding who to contact is found on the map page.  
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Mike Dochow representing Conbraco spoke to us about the use of part numbers versus model numbers as listed in the University of Southern California (USC) approved list.  He also asked all water purveyor representatives present if there were any who restricted customers to only certain backflow assemblies on the list. No one said that they did.  Mike also had a few of the latest Conbraco catalogs on hand to distribute.
Spokane Regional Cross-Connection Control Committee (SRC4) is inviting all to attend the 14th annual seminar Thursday, February 22, 2007 at the Red Lion Hotel at the Park.  The cost is $90.00 for .7 CEU if you attend the entire one day seminar.  Registration forms are available on the SRC4 website (www.src4.org).  
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The need for the Group to develop a Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) to aid the Group in meeting their routine objectives, such as, seminars, elections and other events of the Group.  For instance, it will help in such matters as helping future Group officers from not having to reinvent what needs to be done for seminar preparation.
In that vain, we are forming a subcommittee early this year to help in preparation for the October seminar. Much of the process has been compiled the last two years into a format that will  make it easier for years to come, but we still need ideas for vendors, speakers, and the like. Help is needed contacting folks and getting ready. Please consider volunteering.
