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The meeting was called to order 9:15 A.M. January 19, 2005

List of members (that signed in) attending the meeting and the upcoming agenda for the meetings for the year 2005 is enclosed.

Dan Miller, chairman opened the meeting.  

The December minutes were corrected and approved.

Tacoma Public Utilities

January 19, 2005

Annual Summary Report training was the primary focus of the January meeting.

The business meeting began at 9:20.  

Dan Miller received email from Denny Lopp that Jim Purzycki is going to put on a repair seminar in May in Spokane.  Denny wanted to know if the Group Puget Sound area was willing to also host another one-day repair seminar during Jim’s trip to Washington State.  After discussing the concern that there would be repetitive training again in the October seminar, it was concluded that there would not be any repetition.  It was decided that Dan Miller would notify Denny Lopp and that Dennis McLaughlin would begin work at making the necessary arrangements for the seminar that would tentatively take place the week of May 23rd.

Jim Coomes from Lacey presented the audience with an interesting type of cross-connection that caused several bad samples.  It became necessary for the City of Lacey to chlorinate much of their water system as a result of these cross-connections.  Approximately 130 homes were surveyed where drafted water out of lakes were used to operate boatlifts.  In many instances, hose faucet vacuum breakers were used that proved to be insufficient in preventing the actual cross-connections from taking place.  

It was the consensus of the Group that a Reduced Pressure Backflow Assembly should be used to protect against the contamination of the water purveyor’s water system created by the introduction of lake water.  The other alternative that these water users were given is to eliminate the use of lake water for either boatlifting or irrigation.  City of Lacey personnel also found irrigation systems that used water drafted from the lake that required backflow protection.  It was an interesting side note that the Department of Ecology became involved with the water right’s issue.  

Judy Jones, from the Department of Health (DOH), requested that comments or questions should be addressed at the Backflow Assembly Tester (BAT) forum be sent to her or to WETRC.  

The remainder of the meeting was turned over to Terri Notestine and Simon Tung for the first of several training sessions regarding the Annual Summary Report (ASR) required of those water jurisdictions with 1,000 connections or more.  Presently that number is 206.  The presentation was broken into four parts.  They were the background to the ASR, what’s new for 2004, a live demonstration on the actual DOH web site and form- specific issues.  DOH has collected data for years 2001, 2002 and 2003.  This data collection is important for enhancing the implementation of DOH’s cross-connection control program.  There is the emphasis that unprotected high hazard premises need priority by public water systems (PWSs).  Web based submission is the preferred form of submission.  However, hard copies are still allowable.

Year to year improvements are being made by form clarity, PWS reporting and data quality.  Some of the changes for the 2004 ASR are: new PINs, the ability to view 2002 and 2003 data, import 2003 data into 2004, PWS manager’s email address on contact page, form and screen improvements and more help icons and pop ups.  More improvements are the ability to change font size, more calculated fields and the import feature.  Two cautions that should be noted are a session timer that is set at 30 minutes and the chance to import forms from 2003 into 2004 only once.   New data that is required but probably not tracked yet by many utilities are those Backflow Prevention Assemblies that are either newly installed or removed from the system that are replacements or just removed from the system for other reasons.  The DOH web site for the ASR should be accessible by January 28, 2005.  By then, the remaining bugs should be removed.
