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Next meeting will be at the City of Edmonds
Meeting at Tacoma Public Utilities.

Our Chair, Tim Cantwell, called the meeting to order 9:16 A.M. January 18, 2006.

The minutes were okay.

The treasurer’s report was that there is a balance of $17,105.10.

There was some discussion regarding 2006 agenda and finalizing the topics of this year.  The topic(s) is open for the picnic held in August.  And, the month of October is open. For possibly another seminar or a different topic in Everett.  There was also a reminder that this year’s dues can be paid at any time.
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The next discussion was about the cross-connection specialist public listing mail out to approximately 1400 individuals certified as cross-connection specialists.  Simon Tung said that the latest version was ready for mail out.  He stressed as times before that there is a real need for consultants to help with the smaller water systems.  Michael Graves made the motion to spend $765.82 now to mail out the brochures.   Spokane Regional Cross-Connection Control (SRC4) may share the cost of the mailing at a later date.  The motion was passed.  

Dan Miller gave a report from the Committee regarding “The Group” sponsoring scholarships.  They are continuing to work on the details.

There was some discussion about the filming of “It’s a BAT’s Life”.  Dan Miller led the discussion and said that he emailed a number of individuals who he thought might volunteer.  He said that format of the film should be informal.  It is hoped that the film will be ready for the July meeting. 
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Michael Graves made the request for as many purveyors as possible to send him their irrigation brochures so that he can make up a notebook. He said that he hope that he would receive them before the next meeting.  He also stated that a representative from the State Fire Marshall’s office would be at the March meeting to answer pre-submitted questions about the new WAC 212 requirements.

Another item that was discussed was the possibility of putting all the service area maps on the website.  This would help water districts and testers determine where to send test reports when they are unsure, particularly due to the close proximity that many services are to water district boundaries.  One source for these maps would be the water districts.  Another source for district maps would be from the regional engineer’s office where the water district is located.
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The rest of the meeting was a training session to help water purveyors with the Annual Summary Report (ASR) for the year 2005 presented by Simon Tung.  The (ASR) is required of those water jurisdictions with 1,000 connections or more.   There have been 211 jurisdictions notified for the reporting year 2005 (5 more than last year.) The presentation was broken into three parts.  They were the background to the ASR, what’s new for 2004, and a live demonstration on the actual Department of Health (DOH) web site.  Questions were answered throughout the session.  DOH has collected data for years 2001 through 2004.  This data collection is important for enhancing the implementation of DOH’s cross-connection control program.  There is the emphasis that unprotected high hazard premises need priority by public water systems (PWSs).  Web based submission is the preferred form of submission.  However, hard copies are still allowable, but will then have to be entered into the same web based program after DOH receives it.

Year to year improvements are being made by form clarity, PWS reporting and data quality.  Some of the changes for the 2005ASR are: new PINs, the ability to view 2002 -2004 data, import 2004 data into 2005, PWS manager’s email address on contact page, enhanced required fields, corrected dates on forms.  The PWS manger will not have to receive an email confirmation for each save.  Two cautions that should be noted are a session timer that is set at 30 minutes and the chance to import forms from 2004 into 2005 only once.   New data that is required but probably not tracked yet by many utilities are those Backflow Prevention Assemblies that are either newly installed or removed from the system that are replacements or just removed from the system for other reasons.  

Further cautions and help were given.  An example was exemptions.  They can be used for high hazard facilities that do not have any actual high hazards pertaining to that type of facility.  Also, do not duplicate an exemption.  Also remember that both assemblies that make up a double check detector assembly (DCDA) count as one assembly for DOH.  Also if one assembly fails, it counts as a failed assembly.  Both assemblies have to pass for the DCDA to pass.  It is also possible to save the file copy to computer.  The help files can be printed out to both PDF or Word formats.  You can fill out the forms if you use the Word format.

It should be remembered that DOH is responsible to the premise and the local administrative authority (LAA) is responsible for the plumbing systems within the premise.  A purveyor should report only those backflow assemblies that the water district relies upon for protection whether they are premise or in-premise backflow preventers.  The exception to that is that those facilities that are on Table 9 need premise backflow preventers.  However, some jurisdiction track all assemblies because of agreements with the LAA and/or because of the difficulty of separating those in-premise that the water system relies on for distribution system protection and backflow preventers that just protect those within the premise.
