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The topic of the day was the Safeway ice cream plant tour in Bellevue.  Group members left the Bellevue Service Center at approximately 10:05 and the tour started approximately 10:35.          
Due to the nature of the tour there was no formal business meeting.  There is also no attendance roster.
This newsletter will comprise primarily of pictures with some explanation throughout the document.
The picture above and to the left shows a monitor that displays numerous statistics.  Among those statistics are the totals of each line [image: image2.jpg]


of production for both the first hour and current total for each shift.  The number of rejects is also displayed.  You can also learn from other screens the percentage of what the total of each line should be.  The day we were there the approximate percentage was 80 percent.  There were several lines of production.  They were round containers, square containers, ice cream sandwiches, and popsicles.  
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Before we started the tour, we put on our hair nets and ear plugs.  We were split into two groups.  We were shown the area where ice cream is mixed.  There are hundreds of recipes that are stored in the computer system to choose from.  One of the lines of production that we followed through was the filling of round containers.  The picture below shows part of the process for round containers.  The next picture shows the process a little further along the way.
Batches of ice cream are made in these 600 gallon capacity mixing tanks. 
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To the right is an access hatch into one of the processing vessels. We are not sure at what stage in the mixing / batch making this was located.
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This is a control panel that records the temperature and time of each batch that is processed. 
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 Half gallon round containers enroute after lids being installed.
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This is the making of the ice cream sandwiches.  This machine puts the ice cream between the wafers.
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This is further on in the ice cream sandwich process.

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This is where the ice cream sandwiches are being boxed.

This is a shrink wrapping machine.  I missed the cycle of the machine with my camera.  The box has already entered the heated area to the right.
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Machine that installs Popsicle sticks fourteen at a time. Time between cycles is approximately 2 to 3 seconds. 
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The popsicles are further along in the process.
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The current temperature of the cold storage area is 23 degrees below zero.  The tour guide mentioned the ideal temperature for a residential freezer is 0 degrees F.  I imagine the product is stored at a lower temperature as a quality control measure.
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 Here's the picture of that RP at the ice cream plant. Bob said it supplies water that is mixed into the ice cream product. The label "SANITATION MAINTENANCE CART" refers to a cart that is stored in that area, not to the water supply. The RPBA is a 2" Hersey-Beeco model FRP-II (which, by the way, does not appear on the current list of Backflow Prevention Assemblies Approved for Installation in Washington State).  However it was probably on the State Approved list when it was installed.

The stainless steel piping I believe this falls in the category of “complex piping”.
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We toured through the maintenance shop where cleanliness is paramount.   Such a shop as any is important for maintaining the equipment throughout the plant.
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All of the wash down hoses were coiled and hung up neatly – not left lying on the floor creating a potential hazard to either the water system or personnel working in the area.
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The next two pictures are some of the group sampling the ice creams.
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We were given the opportunity to ask remaining questions about what we saw on the tour.
The tour was filmed so that anyone who wants to watch the tour on VHS tape can do so.  Dan Miller will bring the tape to the next meeting.
Per the bylaws a nomination committee was formed to elect and take nominations for next years vice chair. The committee was formed at the June meeting. The members are Mick Holte, Tim Cantwell, and Dennis McLaughlin. They are actively soliciting nominations for Group vice Chair for 2008.

DOH and WETRC have said they have nearly completed their written responses to the questions from the March BAT Forum and should be sending them to me any day.

The Group has secured a representative from the  EPA to come out from Washington DC as the first speaker on the west coast to discuss the changes in the TCR rule and proposed federal cross connection control regulations in additional to our regular line up of excellent speakers.  We also still need volunteers to help with the October Seminar. We will need help with notebooks, registration. Etc. Contact me for more info.

Thanks are given to the employees of the Bellevue Safeway ice cream plant for providing the Group with both the tour and ice cream.
