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The meeting was called to order at 9:59 AM on July 16th, 2008 by Mick Holte.  List of members (that signed in) attending the meeting is enclosed.  Self-Introductions were given.
The pamphlets for the Group Annual Seminar in October are ready to send out.  The application for C. E. U. s has been made.  Handbags for the Puyallup Fair have been ordered.  Scott Hallenberg reminded the Group that people from all over Washington State visit the Puyallup Fair every year.  The handbags are good advertisement for the Group and the booth is good education to the public about water quality and cross-connections.

The Treasurer reports that there is $19,247.00 presently in the Group’s account 
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The topic of the day was Tacoma’s Green River Watershed tour.  After a brief business meeting, the Group was divided up equally into two groups to tour three locations.  One location was the Operations Center and the Treatment Plant where disinfection takes place.  The second location was the intake and the fisheries.  The third location was the Howard Hansen Dam and Eagle Gorge Reservoir.
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The water source for Tacoma Water is the Green River and seven underground wells.  Howard Hanson Dam is an Army Corps of Engineers flood control dam and Eagle Gorge Reservoir is used as a storage basin to maintain stream flows and adequate supply to the Green River.  The wells are used to supplement water from the river during high demands, maintenance periods, and during times when river water is above the allowed turbidity level.  The reservoir covers 148,884 acres on the west side of the Cascade Mountains between Chinook and Snoqualmie passes.  The watershed is actively patrolled to inspect for presence of unsanitary conditions and to enforce laws and regulations governing the protection of the water supply.  Currently the Green River can supply up to 72 million gallons of water each day.  This water flows to Tacoma by gravity.  The North Fork well field can normally meet the same 72 million gallows per day as the Green River in the winter and spring months.

Further downstream of the reservoir and dam is the Green River Intake Facility where the river water is taken into the pipeline and where the fish handling takes place.  Water from Green River enters one large pipeline at this location to continue on towards the Treatment Plant.  Another pipeline runs from the North Fork wells near the Howard Hansen Dam to the Treatment Plant further downstream.  Likewise, it is at the Green River Intake that salmon  are carefully handled so that they can swim without hindrance or injury.  Their rates of safe travel are in the ninety plus percentile.
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The water treatment plant is further downstream.  It contained the operations office, treatment building, ozone generation building, ten million gallon well water tank, and a building where water from the North Fork well field can be blended into the Green River supply.  The Operations Center and treatment building are approximately two years old.  The treatment building contains four sodium hypochlorite tanks, two caustic soda tanks, two sodium bisulfate tanks, and two fluoride tanks.  A separate building is used to generate ozone.  The third building houses the pipeline one and pipeline five lines which are 72” and 90” respectively.  

A special thanks is given to the Tacoma Water Department for the box lunches provided to all of the attendees of the tour.  it was a special treat.
