Chemical Addition Systems (soap)

was the Topic for July’s Meeting.
Dennis McLaughlin, chairman welcomed all to “The Group” Meeting and asked all to sign the attendance sheet and receive a drawing ticket.  Dennis asked Dan Miller if he would take minutes as Chris Purdy was unable to attend the meeting.  Bill Bruce, City of Everett, requested that the date and time be recorded in the minutes.  Dennis mentioned that “The Group” had sent flowers to Linda McMurphy in the passing of her father.  Dennis turned the meeting over to Bob Eastwood, City of Seattle for his topic.

Bob introduced Mark Schneider of Johnson Diversery to present his product for demonstration.  Mark presented a power point describing the Ready to Dispense (RTD) soap dispenser. Mark also had a model for all of us to look at.  This unit is a portable dispenser much like an insecticide sprayer attached to a garden hose for spraying weeds, trees, etc.  Cleaning chemicals are added to the RTD and dispensed via aspiration. There was discussion as to what type of protection is needed as this is a high health hazard 


Les Dorris (King County Plumbing Inspector) pointed out that the Uniform Plumbing Code (UPC) states that an Atmospheric Vacuum Breaker (AVB) is sufficient protection for high health hazard and that both he and Bob Eastwood has accepted this protection in the City of Seattle.  Discussion as to whether this protection (AVB) is accepted by both University of Southern California Hydraulics and Research (USCHR) and DOH.  Simon Tung of DOH said Yes this is an acceptable protection (AVB) for this RTD soap dispenser.

Bob than introduced Chad Nelson and Mike Strickland of Ecolab for their presentation of soap dispensers.  Ecolab’s current dispensers all have the accepted air gaps as protection against cross connections.  Ecolab had for our review a cutaway of a dispenser showing the proper air gap.  Consensus from “The Group” was that this is an accepted unit.


Scott Hallanberg of Tacoma Water reported that the committee of the Pacific Northwest Section of American Water Works Association (PNWS-AWWA), which Scott is a member of, is preparing action for DOH is required backflow protection on Recreational Vehicle (RV) park sites.  Scott will keep us informed on this subject.


Scott is again asking for volunteers from “The Group” to man the booth at the Puyallup fair.  Scott will send out a schedule and sign up sheet for those interested in helping out on this cross connection education.  

The Northwest CCC Journal published by the Spokane Regional Cross Connection Control Committee (SRC4) mentioned to Dennis the need for “The Group” to submit articles related to cross-connection to be published in their newsletter. Dennis made a motion that the Vice Chair (Dan Miller) take on this responsibility of receiving articles and getting them to SRC4. There was discussion and the motion was accepted.


Simon presented USC’s new spreadsheet format that lists the approved backflow prevention assemblies.  There is additional information in this spreadsheet that may or may not be user friendly.  This may be accessed on the USC web site with the current password.  There was discussion and the new format was accepted.  Simon also had hand outs on “The Group’s” Test Report Form.  DOH approves the form, but can not require the use of it.


Dennis mentioned an insurance company that will issue the needed liability insurance for Backflow Assembly Testers (BATS). Call him if you want more information, 206-364-9531.
The meeting was adjourned by 12:10pm with Bob Eastwood receiving the lucky draw for the Mariner tickets.
