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Metro King County South Treatment Plant Tour

June 15, 2005

The meeting was called to order 10:08 A.M. June 15, 2005

List of members (that signed in) attending the meeting and the upcoming agenda for the meetings for the year 2005 is enclosed.

The May minutes were approved.

The Treasurer reports that there is $25,528.48 currently in the account.  

Dan Miller, chairman opened the meeting with a welcome and introduction of the meeting.  The agenda for the day was a brief talk about the Seattle sewer system followed by a tour of the south wastewater treatment plant.

Dan Miller opened the discussion about the need for a digital camera and video camera to capture meetings and seminars.  A motion was carried that Doug Bucklin would research the cost and other pertinent information regarding these two items, as well, as tripods.  The hope is that approximately $1,000 would cover the cost of both.

The Backflow Assembly Repair seminar was well attended and went well.

There was some discussion regarding the fall seminar.  Bob Eastwood contacted the vendors and emailed the seminar pamphlet.  The speakers have been chosen.  It was also brought up that the Department of Health (DOH) Cross-Connection Program personnel have a table at the seminar.  The cost is projected to be about $85.00.  

Simon Tung brought up the need that small water systems have for outside consultants because they cannot afford their own cross-connection specialist (CCS).  He also raised the need for training that would assist CCSs that wish to help such small water systems.  Such training would need to include helping such aspirants to learn the “ways and means” in business to consult for these systems.  Furthermore, when 3 or more systems hire a consultant, such consultant must have a minimum of a Water Distribution Manager I or higher.  A motion to set up a committee to research and compile a list of CCSs that would be willing to be available to help smaller water systems with their cross-connection control programs was carried.

The issue of reclaimed water was raised.  A permit is required when reclaimed water is used.  The Department of Ecology (DOE) and the Department of Health (DOH) are jointly responsible for that process and issue the permit.  Because of the importance of the issue; a motion was carried that would include it on the agenda of the business meeting later this year.  That meeting as described below is on November 16, 2005 in Lacey.

Self-introductions were then given.
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The plant manager, Michael Fisher, gave a brief but helpful description of the Seattle sewer system.  The West Point plant processes approximately 133 million gallons per day (MGD) and the South Plant processes approximately 115 MGD.  The City of Seattle has approximately 45 sewer lift stations and 2 outfalls.  The City sewer system serves approximately 1.3 million people.  
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After the discussion came the tour where 2 groups walked through the plant as we followed the processing of raw sewage to 2 outflows, wastewater reuse, biosolids recycling and methane recovery.  The fluids flow into the plant to be treated in the primary and then the secondary treatment filters after which such fluids are disinfected and pumped through the long distance to the outfall or wastewater reuse.  Remaining sewage is sent either through a process including digestion, dewatering or drying to various biosolids recycling.  The finished product is used in composting, agriculture, forestry, or as a dry product.  Methane is also recovered and is processed into both natural gas and electricity.  

Our tour guides were Emily Neff and Casey Plank to whom we express our thanks along with Charles, John and others of the staff.       
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The purpose of these two hydrants is to insure that the plant has a back-up supply of C3 water in the event of an emergency. The C3 water is used to cool equipment and to wash down areas of the plant.  The C3 hydrant is the one to your left in the photo and the hydrant next to it is a C2 hydrant. The C2 water is made up from the overflow of C1 (potable water) as it passes through the air gap in the water tower.  The C2 water is not pressurized as it leaves the tower. It does have a head pressure of 55 psi due to gravity and the height of the tower.

 

In the event of an emergency where they loose C3 water, they can connect a hose between the two hydrants and supply C2 water to the plant C3 system.  The following should explain the different levels of water that they have here: 

 

	C1 
	Water is potable drinking water.

	C2 
	Water is the overflow from C1 water as it passes through the air gap at the water tower.

	C3 
	Water is wastewater that has been cleaned and chlorinated before it is pumped out to the sound. Some of the C3 water is used here in the plant.


The meeting adjourned upon completion of the tour.
