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The meeting was called to order at 10:06 AM on June 18th, 2008 by Mick Holte.  List of members (that signed in) attending the meeting is enclosed.  Self-Introductions were given.  The membership was reminded concerning each individual’s dues.

The Treasurer reports that there is $19,477.00 presently in the Group’s account 
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Fred Delvecchio expressed his appreciation for the scholarship that was set up in his name.  Thanks are given to Bob Eastwood and other members of the City of Seattle for hosting this meeting.  

There were no deletions or additions to the agenda.  Dan Miller requested that another individual volunteer to be the group photographer.  Victoria Epp volunteered to take over the task.
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This year’s Annual Fall Seminar will be dedicated to backflow preventer repair.  Jim Purzycki will be the presenter.  Doug stated that Bellevue will videotape the seminar.  He said that it will be done professionally.  We need a combined list that includes both backflow assembly testers (BATs) and cross-connection specialists (CCSs).  Tim Cantwell has the pamphlet ready to be sent to the printer.
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The next meeting will be at the Green River Treatment Plant.  There is the need to get an accurate estimate of those planning to attend by July 7th, 2008 to Mick Holte.  There is the need to carpool.  More information will be found at the end of the newsletter.
The topic of the day’s meeting was rainwater harvesting and green building.  The meeting itself was followed by a tour of the International Fountain mechanical room “underbelly” in the middle of the Seattle Center.  
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Bob Eastwood put on a power point presentation with plenty of pictures to help the audience understand the various ways that auxiliary water is collected and used.  The topic includes sub-topics such as rain barrels, rainwater harvesting and gray water.  The labeling of all piping for such systems should be labeled non-potable, do not drink.  
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Bob gave the example of how a homeowner installed a four thousand gallon cistern to collect rainwater to be used to flush toilets, and supply water to the washing machine in the house.  Premise isolation was enforced with an RPBA installed on the main service line installed inside the building.  Seattle Public Utilities & Seattle King County Pubic Health currently have a Joint Program in Cross Connection Control in Seattle. 

Premise isolation is required for those premises with auxiliary water such as mentioned above.  A reduced pressure backflow assembly (RPBA) or an air gap (AG) is the required type of backflow prevention for may other jurisdictions.  Many jurisdictions will allow an assembly at “alternative sites” such as inside a building if it is easier.

A predominant problem with these systems for water purveyors is finding them.  A water purveyor that is involved in plan reviews can more readily find auxiliary water uses.  Plumbing inspectors and the involvement of building departments can also be helpful.
Gray water harvesting can be used for flushing toilets.  Sometimes water used for public irrigation systems is filtered to try to make the water more potable.  They will also add corrosion control.  This would require an RPBA just past the meter.
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The trend continues to conserve water in more imaginative ways.  One such example is the Seattle school system’s use of PVC pipe to connect drains in parking garages to tanks for auxiliary water use.  The water supply to these premises would also require an RPBA or AG.  Bob stated that Broadmore Golf Course uses water from a 12 million gallon pond for their irrigation.  This premise would require an AG or RPBA.  Bob did show a picture of an AG at the pond.  This golf course also had the ability to pump water from Lake Washington.
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A question was brought before the audience regarding grocery stores, particularly larger ones.  Should these facilities be placed in the same categories as food processing plants because different parts of the store process food?  Simon Tung does not consider them food processing plants.  However, a jurisdiction may require premises protection if the purveyor is not assured that all the individual water use hazards are protected.  The Group consensus was that grocery was not included in the definition of food processing plants.  
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The question was raised about whether the Group could or should be a member of the International Association of Plumbing and Mechanical Officials (IAPMO) organization.  It was stated that Larry Holmes recently became a member of IAPMO.  Also, Steve Nastruz who works with Bob Eastwood is also a member.  Both attend the Group meetings and are good representatives of the Group.  Also, anyone can attend the IAPMO meetings.
The Group would like to thank the Seattle Center staff for providing the meeting location and the tour of the International Fountain.  Thanks to Mike Moon, Julio Moran, Ben Willard, Mike Nau and Kim Hawley for going the extra mile.
