Old Business:

Meeting was called to order at 10:04 AM

Self-Introductions were conducted

No Financial Report – Treasurer was absent

Meeting opened with an introduction to Dave Cantrell, Snohomish County Building Inspection Specialist who is a member of the Plumbing Technical Advisory Group (P-TAG) to the Washington State Building Codes Council (SBCC). The SBCC is in the process of converting From the Uniform Building Codes  to the International Building Codes, however, the Plumbing Codes will remain under the old Uniform Plumbing Code (UPC) until later.

Every fourth year the State of Washington makes adjustments to the UPC called the Washington Amendments. This year, being a review and implementing year, there are several proposed Washington amendments to the UPC, which relate to Cross Connection. Each of these proposed amendments were discussed, which were:

1.
Backflow Assembly Testers will be defined and identified as having a state certification in the Building Codes section, capable of inspection (for correct installation) and testing (for proper operation) of approved backflow assemblies;

2.
Imposing the mandate for local administrative authorities to coordinate with water purveyors on all matters concerning cross connection;

3.
Assemblies used by water purveyors to protect their system must be DOH approved;

4.
Assemblies used for backflow protection shall be tested at installation, repair, or relocation, and at least annually;

5.
DCVA’s may now be used for service protection, SP-PVB’s are now included in the list of backflow assemblies;

6
RPBA’s will be required on all carbonators;

7.
Backflow assemblies will not be required on flow-through or combination residential fire systems. All others must use a DCVA, DCDVA, RPBA or RPBDA; and

8.       RPBA’s will be required on boiler feed and make-up water lines.

Discussion yielded approvals to all proposed amendments and the Chairman was instructed to draft a letterfor the WWCCPPGroup representing their support for the existing and proposed amendments as presented.
