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The topic of the day was 2006 Uniformed Plumbing Code (UPC)—Washington State. 
The meeting was called to order at 10:05AM, On May 16, 2007, by Michael Graves.
List of members (that signed in) attending the meeting is enclosed.  Self-Introductions were given.  
The Treasurer reports that there is $16,256.00 currently in The Group’s account.

The Backflow Assembly Tester forum was briefly reviewed.  Preparation for the October seminar has begun with initial selections of speakers and topics have begun.  Mike Graves also gave out a call for volunteers.
Our guest speaker, Dave Cantrell, Chief Plumbing Inspector of Seattle-King County Public Health, was introduced.
The topic of the day was about the 2006 UPC adoption and what it means to water purveyors and backflow assembly tester’s (BAT’s).  Dave Cantrell gave a PowerPoint presentation.
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The following is a summary of Dave Cantrell’s talk regarding the 2006 UPC.  The plumbing system “Includes all potable water building supply and distribution, fixtures, traps, DWV, receptor, devices, appurtenances with the property lines of the premises.  Provided, that no certification shall be required for the installation of plumbing systems within the property lines of the premises and outside a building.”  The duties and powers of the Authority Having Jurisdiction (AHJ) include issuing permits for installations, reviewing plans and inspecting installations for code compliance, issuing violations and stopping work orders, determining nuisance or public health or safety hazards and working within constitutional law.
A new section has been added by state amendment stating that “All persons shall have the right to appeal a decision of the AHJ by means of a Board of Appeals, members of which are appointed by the AHJ.  Decisions of the board shall be administered by the AHJ.  Exempt work includes the stopping of leaks, clearing of stoppages or removal and reinstallation of a water closet provided that replacement or rearranging of materials is not involved.  Exemption from permit requirement does not exempt the work from being code compliant.  The section regarding licensing is deleted by state amendment and reads as follow:  “State rules and regulations concerning certification shall apply.”  The Washington State Department of Labor and Industries regulates plumber certification as well as contractor licensing.  
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Not all product and material standards are listed in chapter 14.  State amendment allows use of materials meeting those standards under the provisions of Section 301.2.  When chapter 14 and appendix I are adopted, AHJ will not be limited to these standards.  Alternate materials and/or methods are to be equivalent in quality, strength, fire-resistance, effectiveness, durability, and safety.  The AHJ will require evidence or proof of claims regarding sufficiency of proposed material or method and the AHJ has authority to approve alternates as compliance with the intent of the code.  Approval in one jurisdiction does not grant approval in others.  
Proper installation requirements must adhere to the plumbing code, applicable standards, and manufacturer’s instructions.  When there is a conflict, the more stringent component must prevail.  Care must be taken so that complying with the more stringent does not violate the other components.  
There is a new provision allowing a single-wall heat exchanger so long that it is connected to a low-pressure boiler with 30 psi relief, heat transfer medium of potable water or fluids with toxicity rating or Class of 1, and bear a label stating “CAUTION” and highlighting the two above items.  While the feed line to a closed system would require backflow protection, the feed to the hot water heater reservoir would not need further protection.  
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The following are the definitions of contamination and pollution.  Contamination is defined (High Hazard per state drinking water regulations) as an impairment of the quality of the potable water which creates an actual hazard to the public health through poisoning or through the spread of disease by sewage, industrial fluids, or waste.  Pollution is defined (Low Hazard per state drinking water regulations) as an impairment of the quality of  potable water to a degree which does not create a hazard to the public health, but which does adversely and unreasonably affect the aesthetic qualities of such potable water for domestic purposes.  
The cross-connection control section 603.0 was amended to both identify and coordinate requirements of the UPC and State Department of Health (DOH) drinking water regulations, Washington Administrative Code (WAC) 246-290-490, where the UPC applies to protection of occupants in the building or on the property, and DOH regulations applies to protection of the public water system outside of the property.  While both are amended to work in harmony, each contains specific requirements applicable to the water purveyor and the AHJ.  The AHJ shall coordinate with water purveyor concerning cross-connection control within premises and vice versa.  The following is an example of the UPC and DOH regulations.  The UPC requires that the reduced pressure principle backflow assembly (RPBA) must meet ASSE 1013 standard.  DOH requires that the RPBA be found in the University of California (USC) listing.  An RPBA installed inside a building and used for purpose of protection of both the occupants and public water system will have to meet both the ASSE 1013 and USC standards.
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There were two tables mentioned.  Table 6-2 shows the appropriate application of devices or assemblies for each type of hazard.  Table 6-3 contains the minimum air gap dimensions which are, the unobstructed vertical distance through the free atmosphere between the lowest opening conveying potable water to the flood level rim of the receptor.  The following devices and assemblies referred to in the UPC are: the air gap (AG), atmospheric vacuum breaker (AVB), hose connection backflow preventer (HCBP), double check valve backflow assembly (DCVA), pressure vacuum breaker (PVB), spill-proof pressure vacuum breaker (SPVB) and reduced pressure principle backflow assembly (RPBA).
The 2006 UPC now includes the following ASSE standards for backflow devices in chapter 14:


ASSE 1012 Backflow preventer with intermediate atmospheric vent


ASSE 1014 Backflow prevention devices for hand-held showers


ASSE 1022 Backflow prevention for beverage dispensing equipment


ASSE 1024 Dual check valve backflow preventers


ASSE 1048 Double check detector fire protection backflow prevention assemblies

The following backflow prevention devices are not included in the 2006 UPC but may appear in the 2009 UPC.  These will require approval as an alternate material per chapter 3, to use.


ASSE 1053 Dual check backflow preventer wall hydrants-freeze resistant type


ASSE 1057 Freeze resistant sanitary yard hydrant with backflow protection
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The State-amended section requires that all backflow assemblies are to be tested at the time of installation, repair or relocation, and at least on an annual schedule thereafter.  The AHJ is to ensure that the premise owner has the testing completed.  Note that most purveyors end up being responsible for the testing of inside and outside backflow assemblies.  A certified backflow assembly tester (state amended definition) is a person certified by the Washington State DOH under WAC 246-290-490 to inspect for correct installation and approval status and test for proper operation of approved backflow assemblies.
In addition, State amendments allow DCVAs and PVBs on irrigation systems without pumps or chemical injection; require RPBAs for boiler and carbonated beverage dispensers, and exempt flow-through or combination fire sprinkler connection in one- and two-family dwellings where materials are approved for potable water.  In addition to that, numerous outlets to units requiring protection, the code mandates that each point of use (for potable water) is to be separately protected when potential cross contamination of individual units exist.  Drain lines serving backflow devices or assemblies are to be sized in accordance with discharge rates of the manufacturer’s flow charts for such devices or assemblies.  Backflow preventers shall not be located in any area containing fumes or aerosols that are toxic, poisonous, infectious, or corrosive.  Potable water supplies to swimming pools, spas and hot tubs shall be protected with an AG or RPBA when the unit is equipped with a submerged fill line, or the water supply is directly connected to the unit’s circulation system.
State amendment deleted the word mandatory so that the standards listed in Table 14-1 are referenced standards only, which allows for the latest standard to be used where the standard has been updated prior to code change cycle.  State amendment now includes State Drinking Water Regulations for backflow to accommodate coordination with water purveyors.  
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Further changes in the 2006 UPC changes are as follows.  Plumbing fixtures shall be installed such that the fixture fittings, complying with the backflow prevention requirements of ASME A112.18.1, do not have these requirements compromised by the designated fixture fitting mounting surface.  Piping to dialysis units are to be protected with an RPBA.  Individual connections to the pure water system do not require additional backflow protection.  This would be an exemption from the new language in Section 602.2 regarding separate protection at each point of use.  This is partially due to the difficulty in performing routine sterilization of the system between uses and subsequent risk to patient health.  Plumbing fixture fittings with integral backflow protection shall comply with ASME A112.18.1.
Thanks are given to the City of Everett Public Works for hosting this meeting, including the refreshments, and the City of Everett Park Department for allowing the Group the use of their facility.
