Fire Systems Forum  
was the Topic for May’s Meeting.
Self introductions were given and Doug gave his treasurers report.  
Old Business: March Meeting Minutes

Roger Nottage Fruitland Water was unable to contact speakers for the April Topic of Local Administrative Authority Issues.  Ron Greenman from the Bates Tech College was present and lead the discussion of fire systems.

One of the concerns is the water sitting stagnant in the pipes of a wet system which can cause the valves to not shut if activated.  Flushing the assemblies was discussed and the concern of after flushing the unit the assembly won’t seat after moving water through it.

A fire system needs a certain amount of checks in the system and the alarm check is counted as a check valve.  Ron discussed a double seated check valve and how there is a hole between the seats and that it has test ports.  
It was discussed the plumbers authority and the BAT’s authority as far as working inside building on Backflow Assemblies.  Pass through fire systems have to be hooked up to 1 plumbing fixture which is usually a toilet.

There are different types of fire systems; Wet system; Dry system which has a 6 to 1 ration of air pressure to hold the water back; Deluge system which is automatic sprinklers with open heads and the preaction deluge system with closed heads which is for computer rooms that do not want water overhead. System with antifreeze is found to be too expensive.  It is usually used in small systems like a loading dock and it is designed in a Loop fashion so antifreeze rides up and down and does not contaminate.  Foam is another option and it is used for moving fires like in industry or under tunnels.  The foam is non toxic.  The protein based foams are no longer used.  The foam used now has an odor and appearance.  Bremerton mentioned someone disposing of Fire system foam in the sewers and foam was coming out of the manholes.  EPA doesn’t consider foam a health risk.  Fire system is a low hazard and not on Table 9 
Hazards were discussed and chemical injection into the systems so the pipes are not eaten was also talked about.  It was asked of Ron if on the Dry system can air escape and come out of a toilet? Ron said it can’t escape because there is air on the system side and it can’t get past the intermediate chamber and auto drain. 

.
Auxiliary water service to high rises after 911.  Auxiliary water systems were eliminated but now they are coming back in. Earl Varmer Bremerton talked about surges and Ron went over the grid system which will solve a lot of problems with tripping and elevated pressure It was discussed about city departments using hydrants which can cause hammering of the system.  Ron suggested again the grid system.  A ¼” pressure relief valve installed down stream of all check valves will help also.  A web pipe system was discussed and that the alarm was a sufficient for backflow protection plus can handle city surges. Retro fitting was also extensively discussed.  Buildings grandfathered in are still compliant to the code when they were built.  A lot of the fire systems are engineered systems and when they are changed it usually causes friction loss and hampers the ability to put out fires.  

Bob Eastwood SPU discussed uniformity in the use and regulations of underground piping and the regulations of thrust blocking, slip fittings, shackling and mega lugs.  The group discussed extensively on underground piping.
July there will be new codes internationally.  NFPA25 which is forward flow to backflow systems. Ron is working on a data base of all the fire districts and their individual requirements.
The group talked about the September meeting and having a fire marshal come to the group and maybe having the meeting at the Bates Technical College.  That will be confirmed at a later date.
