Old Business:  September Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order by the Chair, Roger Nottage (Fruitland) at 10:06 AM.

Self-introductions were given and the attached attendance sheet was signed.

The August Minutes/Newsletter was approved.

Doug Bucklin (City of Redmond), Treasurer reported $9045.00. Expenditures in the October Seminar has brought the balance down but the applications should bring it back up.

Roger Nottage reported the Seminar is on track. 55 have signed up so far. 135 is the reported maximum, but more can fit if needed. 

Roger Nottage opened the floor for recommendations for next month meeting. It was moved and approved the October meeting will be cancelled due to the Seminar. The topic of Test Kits and the BAT Refresher Course will be scheduled for a later time next year.

Roger Nottage opened the floor for volunteers to be on the Nomination Committee. The next meeting in November will be the Annual Meeting where elections take place. Tim Cantwell (Woodinville) was the only one that volunteered. 

William Bruce (City of Everett) needs help on his PNWS-AWWA-CCC fire service committee. George Bratton (AWWA – Bratton Engineers) collected the first draft that needs additional information, particularly with sections on 1) Health Hazard Assessments, 2) Probability of Occurrence, and 3) Retrofitting Assistance. After some discussion, Dan Miller (Snohomish), Tim Cantwell (Woodinville) and Roger Nottage (Fruitland) volunteered to act as a committee to help Bill.

Bill Purdy (ABC Water Specialty) showed a reversing mirror that could be used by BATs in the field in reading serial numbers on assemblies, etc. The mirror reflects the image in an upright, forward reflection. It was recommended we place the advertisement on The Group’s web Page. Roger will check with the owners of the company for their permission.

Bob Eastwood (Seattle) indicated they are looking into an agreement with the University of Washington for data-merging test report forms directly into the City’s computers. This would reduce time and data entry errors. Bob questioned The Group about what specific data they felt was required to be tracked. The Group also expressed concern whether the quality assurance of Element 6 (WAC 246-290-490-(3)(g)) would be compromised, the necessity for the BAT signature, falsification of tests, ability to delegate the City’s responsibility, legal issues, etc. It was recommended that the Department of Health and the City Attorney were consulted about the feasibility of the proposal.

Tim Cantwell (Woodinville) requested that next year The Group look at ways to reduce drive-by testing and faults reports. Bob Eastwood (Seattle) said when he field checks an installation, or checks on a tester, he calls and indicates they did a good job. This indicates someone is watching and paying attention. Bob also requested Paul Schwartz from USC be contacted to show his tape on drive-by testers.

The topic of the meeting was Fire Sprinkler issues. Fire sprinkler designers, installers, and contractors were invited, but no one from those industries attended. 

Other discussion about fire sprinklers was discussed. One question was: who can make repairs to the backflow assemblies on fire systems. Can it be BAT’s, BMR’s, plumbers, or certified fire service people? Roger will check with the Fire Sprinkler Advisory Board Director.

There was some discussion about home fire systems. Tim Cantwell (Woodinville) questioned the members how they track home fire suppression systems. If anyone has a good method, please bring it to the next meeting.

Bill Purdy (ABC Water Specialty) questioned if a DCVA on the bypass of a DCDVA be replaced without effecting the validity of the DCDVA? In this situation, the DCVA on the bypass could not be tested due to corrosion of the test cocks and the assembly. However, assemblies cannot be modified.  The question was does the replacement constitute a replacement where the entire DCDVA has to be replaced? The consensus was to check with the purveyor, it is the purveyor’s call and liability.

Dan Miller (Snohomish) questioned The Group about a dentist that has both premises isolation with an RPBA at the meter as well as all internal hazards are protected inside the building. The dentist is objecting to the RPBA at the meter as redundancy and is looking for a waiver. Dan is requesting input before he responds to the dentist.

 Scott Hallenberg (Tacoma) mentioned the PNWS-AWWA-CCCC will be meeting in Tacoma on Thursday, 10:00 AM Sept 25th. Everyone is invited.
