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Meeting and elections in Tumwater.

The meeting was called to order 10:12 A.M. November 15, 2006.

List of members (that signed in) attending the meeting and the upcoming agenda for the meetings for the year 2005 is enclosed.

Self-Introductions were given.

The minutes of the October 2005 Newsletter were approved.

The Treasurer reports that there is $12,300.00 presently in The Group’s account.
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Tiffany Ihly did an excellent job, even with very short notice, of describing the newly installed truck water fill station in Tumwater.  She presented several pictures of the station that is largely self-explanatory.
The picture to the right shows all of the components of the filling station.  In the foreground is the fire hose connection that is just behind the block wall.  To the right is the control panel and box.  In the background to the left of the control box is the box containing the reduced pressure backflow prevention assembly (RPBA).  And to the left of it at ground level is the meter vault.
Bellow is a picture of an RPBA in a how box.
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The picture to the upper right is another view of the controls for the filling station outlet.   The picture below in the lover left shows the meter and the control valve to the fill outlet.

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The pros and cons of such filling stations were discussed.  Larger water districts will have more difficulty in implementing the concept of fill stations throughout their district.  The cost effectiveness issue was raised but there was no conclusion.  It can be timesaving because hydrant users are restricted as to the hydrant(s) they can use and give the utility more control.  An alternative to that method would be to restrict hydrant 
users to only certain marked hydrants with a map that can be handed out to hydrant users.  Filling stations that have the type of control and telemetry that would record and send back the amount of water used and user to those that handle billing would be accurate and control water usage.  
Most jurisdictions require that hydrant users to use backflow preventers and meters for on site construction purpose.  Some require the use of a reduced pressure backflow assembly be used on every occasion; whereas, others will allow the use of a double check valve assembly if only a low health hazard is anticipated.  Some jurisdictions, such as Tumwater, require testing after each use while others do not.  
Illegal hydrant use is an important problem that requires addressing by all jurisdictions.  Not all water districts handle the situation the same.  It is against various water districts’ ordinances or other written documents for unauthorized personnel to illegally take water from the district.  Public works workers, firefighters, police and even citizens are among those that report illegal hydrant users to the district.  Tacoma’s example of dealing with violations, such as, taking water without a hydrant use permit or a backflow preventer with a fine of $1,000 for each violation that may sound severe; but, the consequence of an actual cross-connection, loss of revenue and damage due to unauthorized water use and appurtenances that are part of the water distribution system.  Permits and water fill stations help to reduce the risk.  
Another issue that is part of hydrant use is the filling of trucks.  Reference earlier in this document mentioned some jurisdictions have fill stations that either have direct air gaps or reduced pressure backflow preventers.  Other jurisdictions rely on the owners of the vehicles that use water of the hydrants to provide their own backflow preventer or air gap. There are those that are concerned about the sanitation of the hose(s) between the hydrant and the fill line of water carrying vehicles.  
Another aspect regarding vehicles that use water throughout the region is the need for uniformity and standardization regarding air gap inspections.  Bob Eastwood encouraged the Group to establish a list of water using trucks that have been inspected by water purveyors to expedite the permitting of these trucks.  The list and inspections would require as much standardization as necessary to work.  Also, the electronic format of the list would need to be usable by all participating water purveyors.
It was suggested that there be a recommended standard for hydrant users in the region.  But others stated that there was a need for a survey of regional jurisdictions to precede developing a recommended standard.  There are State and local regulations that determine to a certain extent how a water jurisdiction operates, including their hydrant use program.  There is also the advantage of a cooperative effort to learn what others are doing and to share our own methods and to learn from each other mistakes and experiences.  This is why a survey needs to precede a regional “standard”.  The expertise of other organizations, such as,  the Department of Health (DOH) and the American Water Works Association-Pacific Northwest Section-Cross-Connection Control Committee.  The overall discussion did touch on specifics, but, it stressed the need for the survey.
"There was a motion to nominate George Herbison as Vice-Chair.  Ryan Schank and Bob Eastwood were also nominated for the position but both respectfully declined.  With only one nominee, a raise of hands confirmed Mr. Herbison's election to Vice-Chair. (See letter from The Group’s Chair, Michael Grave’s below) 

Both Doug Bucklin and Bill Bruce willingly accept another term as Treasurer and Secretary for 2007, respectively.  There currently were no volunteers or nominees for these two positions.

There was a brief discussion regarding which jurisdiction that fires services fall under.  In essence, a fire service falls under the authority of the local administrative authority and the Uniform Plumbing Code (UPC).  The fire service falls under the jurisdiction of the water district and the fire department if it is a dedicated service.  
Judy Jones spoke a little on backflow assembly testers.  She said that a master list of testers can be requested.  She also said that the testers list will be updated March 15th.  Terri Notestine spoke of DOH’s intention of expanding the list of medical categories in the upcoming Annual Summary Report (ASR).  The information was emailed to water jurisdictions.  Also, copies of the “Medical Category Facilities Table” were made available at the meeting.  The January meeting will be a business meeting and training for the upcoming ASR to be completed to the State early next year.
Thanks were given to Tiffney for the hosting the November meeting in Tumwater.

The next meeting will be in Edmonds with the primary purpose of planning the agenda for next year—2007.  It is called the “Pizza and Planning” meeting.  
The following is an email sent out to group members by our new chair.
“Dear GROUP members,
 At our November business meeting the position of Vice Chair was awarded by popular vote of those present.  After the meeting it was discovered that the proper procedure may not have been followed, and that the motion made to nominate the Vice Chair may not have been by a GROUP member.
After checking GROUP records it was determined that this was indeed the case. The executive board discussed the situation and decided that the simple the way to fix this oversight is to re-vote on the position of Vice Chair at the next regularly scheduled meeting. So as Chair, and with consent of the executive board, the vote for Vice Chair at the November meeting has been declared invalid. 
Please help us at the December 13 planning meeting in Edmonds by coming out and help us finish the process of selecting next years Vice Chair. Thank you. “
