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The meeting was called to order by Dennis McLaughlin at 10:15 AM.

October’s Meeting was on Fire Systems
Meeting was conducted by Roland Huggins and Ron Greenwood
Self introductions were given.  
There was informal discussion about portable Double Check units. Bremerton Water discussed his procedures as far as testing portable units.  Bremerton tests each portable unit every time they are returned.
Rolland Huggins P.E. [V.P. Engineering, American Fire Sprinkler Association] did a power point presentation.  The common interest of all was to protect society. Fire sprinkler Industries were initially   opposed backflow prevention assemblies because of the impact on the hydraulics of the systems and cost.  It was discussed that the old metal to metal single checks had the biggest number of incidences.  Metal to metal is not longer used they have gone to resilient seats.  Potable water and fire systems were discussed extensively.
Dennis had the members go in the back and Ron Greenwood (fire systems instructor at Bate’s Technical Collage) discussed the fire system he had set up.  He has several wet systems and some dry systems.  Each system is unique and when testing the backflow you need to be real sure you don’t trip it.  It was discussed in detail how each one basically worked so the members could get some understanding on what they were looking at and the dynamics of each unit.  It was very informative!  We assembled back into our seats and finished the power point with Rolland.
Current Problems in Fire Protection and Backflow Assemblies are they interfere with the alarm activation, potential for reduced or no forward flow.  Fire systems are required to have an approved DCVA.  It is believed that two are better than one generally speaking.  Rolland was of the opinion that two checks are not better than one because of the potential for more things to hang up or go wrong.  Fire systems work on Forward Flow. Rolland said fire systems are engineered to operate without BFP, so by putting a backflow assembly on an existing fire system you loose PSI and then you risk not having the system work at all. 
It was discussed by the group the WAC rules and how they have to be followed by water purveyors which is regulated by the state.  Systems need to meet two uniform plumbing codes.  UPC standards are for purveyors and the Pacific NW section-AWWA is one of the best for CCC guidelines.
Bob Eastwood discussed townhouses and condos.  The difference between a townhouse and a condo is the townhouse owns the land and a condo all land is in common and the apartment is leased by the owner.

Rolland discussed micro bacteria that eats steel [pipes] which are in a stagnate condition in fire sprinklers.  Rolland also demonstrated a new system with a single swing check which is monitored by an alarm.  This assembly is not an accepted backflow device and the test standards are also not out yet.  Utah and Mexico are using this assembly in a field test. The new single check has no detector meter so potential water loss reporting was discussed.  The annual report with the state was brought up, and the purveyors need as many tools as they can to deal with the water loss issue.
