Greetings!

The September Western Washington Cross Connection Prevention Professionals meeting was called to order at 10:15 AM on Sept. 21, 2011 by our chair, Mick Holte.  He gave the treasurers report of having $16,343.54 in the account and introductions were given.

Today we are discussing the revision and update of the Cross Connection Control Manual Accepted Procedure and Practice, commonly known as the Yellow Book.  Some guidelines were originally printed in 1970 by the Department of Health which resulted in the first edition yellow manual printed in 1971.  It was again updated in 1973, 1980, 1985, 1990, 1995 and finally again in 2011.  

The project is not completed yet, but should be ready to go to print in a month or so and available next year.

Scott Hallenburg from the City of Tacoma is the chair of the Pacific Northwest Section Cross Connection Control sub committee that participated in the update and revisions of the manual and is here to share the accomplishments.  There are a total of seven members including Terri Notestine, Simon Tung from Washington Department of Health, Colvin Jergins, Idaho National Laboratory in Idaho Falls, Larry Griffiths City of Medford, Oregon, and Chuck Fletcher with SRC4 and Spokane Water Department.

This has been a lengthy process that was started seven or eight years ago by the committee.  They had solicited opinions and information from several regional groups throughout Washington, Oregon and Idaho, including health departments from all three states.  After years of work, they chose to hire a sub contractor to write and re write many sections of the manual. The contact writer was Backflow Management Inc. out of Portland Oregon.  The original intent was to simply update and revise the book, but as Scott explained, it became necessary to re write several chapters.

The final review was finished back in June and nearly ready to go to print.  The yellow manual is referenced throughout the country, as well as parts of Canada, even NASA and the Navy, and as far away as Japan.

Due to the broad spectrum of information in the manual, Scott explains that it is meant to be used as a guideline which will need to be incorporated with common sense to make it work for all agencies and jurisdictions.  It was also mentioned that there are still substantial differences between the Yellow book and the Uniform Plumbing Code.  For example, the UPC still calls out AVB’s for high hazards, whereas the yellow book recommends air gaps or RP’s.  The discrepancies are partially due to the nature of the intent.  Purveyors may want premises isolation and/or a combined program, when a building official may be more concerned with the internal plumbing only.

The new manual will not be available on CD for the reasons of possible pirating but will be available in hard back for around $60.00 to $70.00 per copy.  It may also be supplied on demand at Amazon.  We’ll keep you posted.  Scott handed out the Table of Contents and briefly went through some changes and revisions throughout the chapters. The tables such as 4-4 (fixture isolation) and 9 (high hazard facilties) have been revised and will be included in the appendices. This resulted in some minor discussions of different uses of backflow prevention and applications of devices and then turned the meeting back over to Mick.

Lastly, Larry Holmes has done some research and presented some brochures to look at in order for us to purchase a display board.  This would be a fold out display to introduce the Group and our function through use of photos, etc.  It would be available for any Group member to borrow for their own public education activities.  Mick asked him to get a little more specific with sizes and prices, and we would like to proceed with the purchase when we agree on what we would like.    

There has been some discussion with members of the Group regarding the need of backflow protection for espresso machines.  The comments are as follows:

City of Bellevue Plumbing Inspectors-

“The boilers referenced in 603.4.10 are filled with non-potable liquids, and used for heat transfer. Since they may have introduced chemicals, be completely oxygen depleted, or have picked up materials from the boiler piping, the air gap / RPZ requirement is logical. There is little difference between hot water boilers and water heaters except that the water heaters are made of materials legal for use in potable water systems, and that the water heater’s output is considered potable water. Therefore, water heaters do not require backflow devices. Espresso machines are more similar to water heaters than they are to boilers, in that the materials are listed for potable water, and the output from this device is considered potable.”

King County Plumbing Inspectors-

“No, you do not need a BF device on a water connection to an espresso machine. It is not a closed system that can become stagnant like in a "boiler" system. The water is directly used for consumption.”
The legislature finds that small-low pressure boilers are found in devices such as espresso coffee machines and cleaning equipment common throughout Washington. Such systems present little threat to public health and safety. Government regulation of such systems could pose a substantial burden on many small businesses and provide minimal public benefit. It is therefore the intent of the legislature to exempt these boilers from regulation under chapter 70.79 RCW and similar laws adopted by local governments.” [1994 c 64 s 1.]
