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Next meeting will be this year’s seminar in Tacoma.
Tim Cantwell welcomed everyone present and called the meeting to order

Our Chair, Tim Cantwell, called the meeting to order at 10:08 A.M. on September 20, 2006.

Self-introductions were given.

The August minutes were approved.
The treasurer’s report stated that there is a balance of $14,213.58..
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There was some discussion about the upcoming seminar the 18th of October.  The brochures are ready.  Bob Eastwood suggested that people place these brochures on the training bulletin boards at their work.  It was also suggested that these brochures be placed on the Group website.  There is to be a meeting this Friday for those working on the seminar and hopefully a week or two prior to the seminar the workday needed to put the notebooks together with the material from the various speakers. 
Tim spoke about the need to revisit the subject of tank trucks and other vehicles that draw water off hydrants.  There was some discussion about the difficulty of external installation of reduced pressure backflow assemblies (RPBAs), such as in hotboxes.  To some, they are not aesthetically appealing.  Some jurisdictions have specific hydrants and locations for people to draw water from, while others don’t.  There is also the technology that would allow users to use cards at specially configured locations.  One jurisdiction charges a $25.00 per month fee and no deposit and will bill only if there is damage or loss.  Some require the meter on the ground and the backflow preventer on the hydrant and others visa-versa.  What was concluded from this discussion is that there is a full variety of ways to implement a hydrant use permit program.  This is why Tim would like a whole meeting that would focus on this topic.
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The November meeting is the Group’s annual business meeting.  This is the time to elect a new treasurer, secretary, and vice-chair.  The current vice-chair will move to chair.  The current chair will become past chair.  It is an opportunity for those who have not been an officer.  If you wish to volunteer for a position or would like to nominate someone for a position, please email Tim Cantwell.  His email is at the beginning of the newsletter. 
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There was a question brought up by someone in the Group regarding fireservices in Waste Water Treatment Plants.  His question was “What type of backflow prevention was required for fireservices within these plants?” 
The topic for this day was fire suppression systems.  The speaker was Jerry Jacobson from the Marysville Fire Department.  He spoke on a fully array of issues regarding such systems, particularly detailed comparisons between commercial and residential fire systems.  The question was answered regarding the amount of pressure put out by a pumper truck.  Such trucks put out approximately 150 pounds per square inch (psi).  The use of foam was discussed.  Some fire departments do use it. 
There are three types of residential fire sprinkler systems.  They are closed systems requiring backflow preventers, combination and flow-through systems not requiring backflow preventers.  Residential fire sprinklers are designed for the purpose to slow down a fire giving occupants time to leave the building.  Their sprinkler heads are designed to put out 11 to 13 gallons per minute (gpm) with no fire department [image: image5.jpg]


connection (FDC).  Commercial sprinkler heads are designed to put out 15 gpm at 7 psi and 75 gpm at 150 psi with an FDC. 
The residential sprinkler heads are designed to open up at 155 degrees and are referred to as quick response.  The commercial sprinkler heads are designed to open up at 165 degrees.  The residential fire sprinkler system is designed to give time for the occupants to leave the building; whereas, the commercial fire sprinkler system is designed to save the building. 
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The National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) 13 is the standard for the installation of fire sprinkler systems.      NFPA 13R is the standard for multi-family units up to 4 stories.  NFPA 13D is the standard for 1 and 2 family units.  Generally, small closets and bathrooms are excluded with the exception of those rooms with hot water tanks. 
Many jurisdictions are adopting international codes such as the International Fire Code (IFC), International Building Code (IBC), and International Residential Code (IRC).  
The meeting adjourned at 12:35 P.M.
